1966 to 1985: In the 
Lyonnaise de Banque company (Lyon, France) : began 
as authorized agent (fonde de pouvoir), became Deputy 
general manager. 1985 to 1998:Within the Paribas 
Group, held the following positions: General secretary of 
the Paribas Bank. General manager and President of the 
Credit du Nord (presently Honorary chairman). Member 

of the executive committee of the Compagnie Bancaire. 1980 to 2000: Many 
responsibilities in software engineering companies. Notably Chairman of Segin 
and administrator of Atos. 1996 to 2002: General manager of the French banking 
and financial Association. Since 2002:Chairman of Aravis Paris Council. Since 
2005: Administrator of companies. Consular activities : Since November 1994: 
Member of the CCIP. January 1998 to December 2004: Vice-Chairman treasurer 
of the CCIP. Since 2004: Chairman of the Comité des expositions de Paris. Since 
December 9th, 2004: Chairman of the CCIP. Since January 5th, 2005: Chairman 
of the Paris–Ile-de-France Regional Chamber of commerce and industry. Since 
February 2005: 2nd Vice-Chairman of the French Chambers of commerce and 
industry Assembly. Since January 2006: Chairman of Eurochambres (Association 
of the European chambers of commerce and industry, located in Brussels). Since 
June 2008: Member of Comité stratégique CCIP – Unibail Rodamco. Other 
mandates and functions  : Chairman of the Carte Bleue organization (1985-
1987). During the switching period to the euro currency, was : Co-Chaiman of the 
Committee in charge of the companies, in France ; Chairman of the Comite 
Bancaire.

Yutaka Iimura  joined in 1969 the Ministry of Foreign

In 1999 he 
was appointed as Director-General of the Economic 
Cooperation Bureau. Two years later, he was assigned as 
Deputy Vice-Minister of MOFA and later he became

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Born in Paris of academic parents on 1st January 1956, 
Christine Lagarde  attended secondary school in Le 
Havre (Seine-Maritime) and has degrees from the Institute 
of Political Studies (IEP) and from the Law School of Paris 
X University.

She has a post-graduate diploma (DESS) in labour law, a 
Master’s degree in English and a diploma from Holton 
Arms School in Bethesda (USA). Christine Lagarde 
lectured at Paris-X Law School before joining Baker & 
McKenzie Paris in 1981.

Christine Lagarde was chairman of Baker & McKenzie’s global policy committee 
from October 2004 to June 2005. Before then, she chaired Baker & McKenzie’s 
global executive committee from October 1999 to October 2004. Lawyer with the 
Paris Bar specialising in anti-trust and labour law, Christine Lagarde had been a 
partner with Baker & McKenzie Paris since 1987 and served as managing partner 
from 1991 to 1995, when she was elected to the global executive committee. 

Mother of two children, Christine Lagarde has been awarded the Chevalier of the 
Legion of Honour.

Born in 1961, Sanae Takaichi  graduated from the Faculty of 
Business Administration, Kobe University. In 1984, she began 
working at Matsushita Institute of Government & 
Management. In 1987, she joined the U.S. Congress as 
Congressional Fellow. In 1989, she became Lecturer at 
Nihon Junior College of Economics. In 1993, she was elected 
to the House of Representatives. In 1997, she became 
Deputy Chairman, Research Commission on Security, Liberal 
Democratic Party (LDP). In 1997, she was appointed as 
Deputy Director, Public Speeches Division, LDP, Deputy 
Director, Commission on Small and Medium Sized 
Enterprises, LDP and Director of Nara 1st Election District Branch, LDP. In the 
same time, she was Acting Director, Finance Division, LDP and Deputy Director, 
Youth Division, LDP. In 1998, she was nominated as State Secretary for 
International Trade and Industry. In 2000, she was Acting Director, Construction 
Division, LDP and Chairman, Immigration Committee, LDP. In 2001, she became 
Chairman, Committee on Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology. In 
2002, she became Chairman, Subcommittee on Fundamental and Organizational 
Role of Politics, Research Commission on the Constitution and Deputy Chairman, 
General Council, LDP. The same year, she was Senior Vice Minister of Economy, 
Trade and Industry. In 2004, she became Professor, Faculty of Economics, Kinki 
University. In 2005, she was appointed as Director General, Information Research 
Bureau, LDP. In 2006, she was nominated as Minister of State for Okinawa and 
Northern Territories Affairs, Science and Technology Policy, Innovation, Gender 
Equality, Social Affairs and Food Safety. In 2008, Sanae TAKAICHI was appointed 
as Senior Vice Minister of Economy, Trade and Industry.

He worked with Michelin 
for 18 years first as Plant Manager in Le Puy (France), then as 
head of research and development for industrial tires in 
Ladoux (France). He became the Chief Operating Officer of 
Michelin’s South American activities based in Brazil before 
being appointed Chairman and Chief Executive Officer of 
Michelin North America in 1990. He joined Renault as its 
Executive Vice President in 1996. In addition to supervising 

Renault activities in the Mercosur, he was responsible for advanced research, car 
engineering and development, car manufacturing, powertrain operations and 
purchasing. Mr. Ghosn joined Nissan Motor Co., Ltd. as its Chief Operating Officer 
in June 1999, became its President in June 2000 and was named Chief Executive 
Officer in June 2001. President and CEO of Renault since May 2005, he remains 
Co-Chairman, President and CEO of Nissan. 

Christian de Boissieu , received his Ph.D in economics in 
1973 (University of Paris). He was post-doctoral fellow at 
Northwestern University and Harvard University, and visiting 
scholar at the University of Minnesota and at the Board of 
Governors of the Federal Reserve System (Washington D.C.).
He is currently Professor of monetary and financial 
economics at the University of Paris-I (Panthéon-Sorbonne). 
He taught at the College of Europe (Bruges). Consultant to 
the World Bank, the European Commission and the 
European Parliament, he is also economic adviser to the 

Paris Chamber of Commerce and Industry. He is honorary President of the French 
Finance Association. He is Member of the Board of the Bank Neuflize OBC 
(France), of the Scientific Committee of AREVA (France), of the Advisory Board of 
Ernst & Young (France) and of the International Advisory Board of Finmeccanica 
(Italy). In 2007-2008, he was appointed member of the Attali Commission (about 
the ways to boost reforms and growth in France). 

He is currently Chairman of the Conseil d'Analyse Economique attached to the 
French Prime Minister. He has published many books and articles in the field of 
monetary, banking and financial analysis and economic policy. He is a regular 
columnist for newspapers in France and abroad.

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From 1995 to 1997, Mr. Arashima  worked in the Production Control Division in 
Toyota City in Japan.

He 
holds no directorships outside the company and its 
subsidiaries. Daniel Harari has been a director (since 1981)

Daniel Harari is a graduate of the École Polytechnique (Paris) 
and the Institut Supérieur des Affaires (Paris, coupled with the second year of the 
Stanford Business School MBA program, Palo Alto, CA, United States).

Born in Kyoto, Japan in 1948, Atsushi Horiba  graduated 
from University of California, Irvine, Graduate School 
(Electronics Engineering) in 1977. In 1971, he joined 
OLSON-HORIBA Inc. (U.S.A) as a service engineer, and 
later, transferred to HORIBA International Corp. and 
HORIBA Instruments Inc. both in California, U.S., 
successively. He returned to Kyoto in 1977 as Manager of 
Overseas Technical Service Dept of HORIBA, Ltd. In 1982, 
he was appointed as Director, and then Senior Managing 
Director in 1988. He became President and CEO in 1992, 
Chairman in 2005, remaining President and CEO. He was
